A. Many people say that it is 97277 1 to do "MW on MW 27v, but a lot of 2°Po® say you
should do it throughout the week; the 77172 mwn says that the X3 would do his o"1w
X7pn each day after nnw.2% Rav Yosef Shalom Elyashiv 9”31 would read X pn ooaw daily
prior to the 6:30 A.M. 0w in his shul. The 7772 7wn30 says that you should do the
w75 during the week of the 7wAd, not before or after, as then you’ll finish with the M2,
He says that *27 would instruct his sons to refrain from eating until they had finished
nmnw, but adds that not having done n"1mw does not prevent a person from eating, and
one shouldn’t delay eating until after Mxn to finish3!. If you didn’t do n"»»w on naw 17y,
you should do it when you wake up naw morning before you go to shul. The Ty w32
says that it is 91217 11 to finish the 7w"o before you eat on n2w, and if you did not finish
nmnw before eating, you can finish it after the meal until 773 (because that’s when the
M2°¥ begins to read next week’s nw1933).

A. The 1non 93245 discusses multiple scenarios that come up with someone from yIR? 71
going to >X:

1. A foreigner in *"X on *1@ v that falls out on naw shouldn’t read n"w like the people
of *"X even if he’s davening amongst natives.46
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If he’s staying in >"X also for 7m>yi2 nwo naw, he should make up Xwi until that
Wednesday. If he delayed and didn’t do it until halfway through naw 27y, then he
should first read 7nM7vn2 and then read Xwi. If they make it up the following week
before mxn on naw 27y, then he should first read the previous 7ws. If he was o°own
after mxn on N2w 27w, then he should first read the current 7w, and then read the
previous w1047

If when he was Svan the X7pn 0°1w, then he was also van the 712°%2 7707 IR™MP, and
he makes it up the following naw. He can have the previous naw take precedence if
he makes it up on N2W in the morning.48

If a person is staying in X2 7R until after 7M%v72 and makes up TM%via before
returning to 2”11, and TM>¥n2 is being in 97117 that upcoming week, he doesn’t have to
read 7M>¥i2 a second time; if he did, he would be 2>°11 to hear the laining again.49
